A WARNING: If using the Sandbag Box option for
stabilization, a MINIMUM of 280 pounds is
required in the box.

A WARNING: Keep all lame and heat sources away from
this tent fabric. The Fabric Booth is made
with flame-resistant fabric which meets
CPAI-84 and/or NFPA-701 specifications. It
is not fireproof. The falbric will burn if left in
continuous contact with any flame source.
Contact Canvas Craft forrecommended
portable heaters to use with this product.

A WARNING: The application of any foreign substances to
the tent fabric may render the flame-resistant
properties ineffective. Visit the Maintenance
section of this manual on page 14 or contact
Canvas Craft forrecommended cleaning
and maintenance products.

A CAUTION: Some heat sources burn oxygen and emit
carbon dioxide.

NOTE: It isrecommended to secure the Fabric Booth door
with the interior lock when in use. The door also can
be secured with a user-supplied lock on the exterior
when it is not in use. This prevents the door from
opening during high winds.
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Infroduction

The Fabric Booth by Canvas Craft is designed to protect personnel from outside elements like the weather like sun,
rain, wind, and snow. This manual describes the installation, operation, and maintenance of the Fabric Booth and its
accessories.

The Fabric Booth consists of a welded aluminum frame and a marine-grade, antfi-microbial, lame-retardant fabric
cover. Canvas Craft offers two Fabric Booth size options: Large (CC4046SF) and Small (CC2741SF). Both arrive pre-
assembled with the fabric attached semi-permanently to the frame. They also include high visibility reflective markers
on all four sides, a built-in cord access, a door handle, door kick plates, and a door lock plate. Fabric Booths are
ready to use once stabilized.

The two options to stabilize the Fabric Booth are found on page 4. All Fabric Booths include a concrete anchor kit.
The Sandbag Box is an alternative option to the concrete anchor kit that allows for temporary installations.

The Fabric Booth can be configured with several accessories. The Large Fabric Booth already includes a 10-inch
built-in shelf, but an optional removable shelf is available for the Small Fabric Booth, detailed on page 12. Both sizes
include one sliding window with the opfion for an additional sliding window on both sides. The booth can also be
retrofitted with a port for an air-conditioning unit.

Installation

Please read the installation instructions fully before setting up your Fabric Booth. The Fabric Booth comes
pre-assembled and is ready fo use once stabilized.

A WARNING: You must stabilize your Fabric Booth with one of the methods detailed on pages 5-8 before use.

Position the Booth

NOTE: The base Small Fabric Booth weighs over 110 pounds. Always use at least two people to move the
Fabric Booth.

A CAUTION: Use sharp objects with caution to avoid cutting the booth fabric.

1. Remove the Fabric Booth from the packaging.

2. Choose the location where the booth will be located. It must be able to sit flat and level on the ground without
any intervening materials underneath.

3. Position the booth in the chosen location.
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Stabilize the Booth

There are three options to stabilize the Fabric Booth. A concrete anchor kit is included in the Fabric Booth, which
allows for stabilization on concrete. Additional supplies can be purchased by the user fo anchor the booth on
asphalt. Canvas Craft also offers a Sandbag Box Kit option to stabilize the booth, which allows for a more temporary
installation, found on page 9.

Concrete Anchor Kit

The concrete anchor kit is designed to stabilize the Fabric Booth in heavy winds. It allows the user to anchor the

Fabric Booth into either concrete or asphalt. It also leaves behind no protrusions if the booth is moved.

There are separate installation instructions for concrete and asphalt anchoring. Please read the right instructions fully
before installation.

NOTE: The asphalt anchors and adhesive required for the asphalt anchor installation must be ordered separately
through a local distributor or manufacturer. Follow the distributor’s or manufacturer’s instructions for installing
anchors in various weather conditions.

Sandbag Box Kit

The sandbag box is an alternative option to the concrete anchor kit. It can be attached o the outside of the

Fabric Booth to provide stabilization in heavy winds.

A WARNING: The sandbag box requires a minimum of 280 pounds of added weight to safely anchor the

Fabric Booth.

Sliding Window
The sliding window is designed fo provide easy outside access while inside the Fabric Booth. Both the Large and Smalll

Fabric Booths are pre-installed with one sliding window. Canvas Craft also offers an additional sliding
window option.

The sliding window is pre-installed on the Fabric Booth but may eventually need replacing. Replacement windows
are available through your local Home Depot® or by contacting Canvas Craft. It is recommended to order a
replacement online from the Home Depot® website and have it shipped for free. You can contact Canvas Craft
for more information.

The Large Fabric Booth includes a 10-inch, built-in shelf. These instructions are for installing the optional 19.25-inch,
removable shelf available for the Small Fabric Booth. The shelf can support up to 15 pounds. It is designed to keep
equipment easily accessible for personnel.

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Maintenance

This section contains recommended preventative maintenance actions that will increase the longevity of the
Fabric Booth.

* The Fabric Booth requires little maintenance. Shutting the windows and door when not in use helps keep the inside
of the booth clean.

¢ The typical life expectancy of the fabric panels is 5+ years. The life expectancy can be longer if the Fabric Booth is
stored indoors during the winter.

¢ Keeping the fabric clean is the best way to ensure years of use. Clean the fabric on a weekly basis. Use a
high-quality, gentle soap and water solution with a cloth to clean the fabric. Canvas Craft recommends using
Sprayway® Ammonia-Free Glass Cleaner or 303® Multi-Surface Cleaner to clean the booth’s clear vinyl windows.

e Treating your fabric with a UV protectant can also increase the longevity of the product. Canvas Craft
recommends 303® Aerospace Protectant.

¢ To repair minor tears or holes in the fabric, Canvas Craft offers repair kits on canvascraftinc.com.
e Clean the sliding glass window with household glass cleaner as needed.

¢ If the window becomes damaged, it is a standard window. You can get a replacement at Home Depot®.
More information about replacing the window can be found on page 11.

¢ Do not use defergent or ammonia-based cleaners to clean the fabric. They can break the fabric down over fime.
